DESCRIPTION OF CONTRIBUTING HISTORIC VALUE

This double-arched stone bridge which has been recently renovated was originally constructed in 
the early 20th century.  According to local resident Dorothy First, her father worked on the stone 
bridge in the 1930s as part of a WPA job.  Its regular courses of mortared stone blocks make it 
similar to others of the era, including the Harrods and Goose Creek bridges on Upper River Road 
and related structures on Beargrass Creek in Louisville’s Cherokee Park.

The stone bridge replaced an earlier bridge which crossed the creek in the 19th century, allowing 
horses and carriages to cross the creek without getting wet while on route through the Bardstown 
Pike which had a stagecoach stop nearby on the Greathouse property.  Julia Smith, a descendant 
of the Stucky family, has a family photo taken on the old bridge while the Stuckys were on a 
Sunday horse and buggy outing.  The buggies were often rented from a business on the town 
square.

DESCRIPTION OF CONTRIBUTING HISTORIC VALUE

According to the book Historic Jefferson County, published in 1992 by Jefferson County Historic 
Preservation and Archives, “this two-story dwelling of white-painted brick has a two-story ell at 
the rear.  Although it initially appears to be a typical fi ve-bay, center hall “I”-house, it was actually 
constructed in two sections.  The oldest portion, dating from 1828, was built by Andrew Hoke as a 
two-thirds, or side-hall-plan house.  The ell section was probably erected at the same time or soon 
thereafter.  However, the right side of the main block refl ects a later addition, date unknown.

“Woodwork in the parlor of the newer section is more formal, employing a modifi ed ‘eared’ Greek 
Revival design with panels beneath.  A large stone springhouse still stands on the property.”  The 
date “1828” and the initials “A.H.” are carved into the stone threshold at the front door. 

Andrew Hoke was a prosperous farmer, a town trustee, and one of the founders of the Louisville 
and Taylorsville Turnpike Company.  He is buried in the German Reformed Presbyterian Cemetery 
at the corner of Watterson Trail and Shelby Street.

DESCRIPTION OF CONTRIBUTING HISTORIC VALUE

Dr. William Bryan purchased 324 acres that had once belonged to pioneer Joseph Hite and is 
believed to have build this two-story brick house in about 1848.  An 1838 plat of the property 
shows an existing house which may have been enlarged by Dr. Bryan to create his “Beechland.”  
Following Dr. Bryan’s death in 1871 the house and farm were inherited by his son Charles.  The 
house still stands at 8500 Six Mile Lane and is called “Springlake Farm.”
